ARI Roof Garden & Sanctuary — change in usage guidelines With the easing of restrictions and a
phased return of in-person hospital visiting from 26 April, the following are the guidelines for the use of
the above spaces until further notice:

e Roof Garden We ask that no more than 12 people at any given time are in the Roof Garden.
Priority should be given to patients, relatives and any staff who are working with them. While staff
may still use the Roof Garden for their own rest periods, they should defer to any patients wishing
to use the garden. On account of the limitations on numbers we would prefer staff not to eat in

the Roof Garden.

e Sanctuary No more than 8 people should be in Sanctuary at any given time. Physical distancing
measures should be observed, and face masks worn. The permission to use the Sanctuary as a
dining space for Staff is now withdrawn. The Sanctuary will now revert to being a reflective
space for patients, relatives and staff. Staff should not eat or drink in this space. The Sanctuary
should not be used by staff on laptops, participating in Teams meetings etc.
