the required H&S and IPC Standards. This Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) is intended to prevent
eye exposure to chemicals, blood or bodily fluids by splash or spray (including transmissible infectious
agents, such as COVID-19).

You can wear visors or goggles whilst undertaking any AGP (aerosol-generating procedures) if the FFP3
device used does not have a valve. If the FFP3 device you use has a valve, only a visor can be worn.
Please be aware that if you are using FFP3 equipment, you must wear the same model of eye protection
that you wore when being fit tested. If you wish to change your eye protection, you will be required to be
fit tested again with the appropriate eye protection.

e Eye protection should be removed after providing direct care for patient(s) isolated with suspected
or known infectious pathogens such as COVID-19 and whenever departing from the high &
medium risk COVID-19 pathways (Red and Amber)

e Staff must not purchase items independently as these may not meet the required safety
standards.

e Regular corrective spectacles are not classified as Personal Protective Equipment and do not
protect the eyes from exposure risks therefore those wearing spectacles must wear a visor

e Safety glasses are NOT currently considered eye protection under EN standards and therefore
not recommended in Scotland at present.

e Eye protection must be changed if damaged, soiled, compromised or it becomes uncomfortable

There are several eye protection product options available, which have recently been reviewed by IPCT
colleagues on behalf of the local PPE Cell. Please be aware that single use, disposable visors remain
the primary stock item held in NHSG which are suitable for the application of both droplet and airborne
precautions.

Cleaning re-usable Goggles When cleaning reusable goggles remember the following steps:

e Perform hand hygiene

e Put on (don) gloves

e Wipe all surfaces, including strap band with an alcohol wipe

e If soiled wipe all surfaces, including strap with a detergent wipe, or diluted detergent solution,
rinse and dry, then complete the cleaning process by using an alcohol wipe over the entire goggle
and strap

Remove (doff) gloves

Perform hand hygiene

Ensure the goggle is completely dry before using again

Always inspect eye protection prior to putting on (donning) for use

Question of the day Yesterday we shared the results received so far about twice weekly asymptomatic
staff testing. As of 15:30 yesterday we had received 191 responses to the question, but as this effects
so many or our staff we thought it would be good to run the question for another day.

As of 2pm today, 405 of you have now taken the time to respond (shown below) and we are very
grateful to all who were able to take part. We have shared the results with the team that co-ordinate the
asymptomatic testing and will continue on this theme next week to explore a bit more if we are able to
make this process any easier for staff, and if any addition information or support would be helpful.
